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25 June 2022: Neither at the AERO in Friedrichshafen nor the Ebace in Geneva was the 

French aircraft manufacturer Daher able to present its latest TBM model, the TBM 960. But 

on 25 June 2022, the European premiere of this new fast single-engine turboprop took place 

at Altenrhein Aviation on Lake Constance. In addition, the TBM 960 received its American 

FAA certification the day before.

On 24 June, Daher received approval from the US Federal Aviation Authority (FAA), which 

now clears the way for the ten TBM 960s already ordered from the US to be delivered to their 

customers. The European EASA already certified the latest TBM turboprop last spring. 

According to further information from therefore, its production is sold out for 2022.

A detailed portrait of Daher's newest and fastest turboprop cruise aircraft, the TBM 960, can 

be found in the June issue of SkyNews.ch. The high-end version of TBM's turboprop family 

features Pratt and Whitney Canada's most advanced engine, the PT6E-66XT, a fully digital 

throttle, an all-new environmental control system, LED lighting and electrically dimmable 

windows. At the end of September, the first TBM 960 should arrive in Switzerland and be 

stationed in Lausanne.
